If they are not social, you are expected to care for them in your home until they are social enough to be adopted.  A TCR volunteer can help to provide you with advice on socializing if necessary.

Please submit a digital photo of each cat along with the description (see sample below) to be posted on the Available Cats section of the TCR website.  See the Available Cats section of the TCR website for all cats in TCR’s Adoption Program.
You agree to keep the cat(s) you are caring for safely indoors while part of the TCR Stray Rescue Program. 

TCR is NOT financially responsible for the cats that you are caring for, nor is TCR responsible for medical/veterinary bills incurred by you/your cat including spay/neuter.  

You remain the primary caregiver of the cats you are caring for until they are adopted.  
If the cats you are caring for are healthy, social and suitable for the TCR Stray Rescue Program, you will be emailed the TCR adoption contracts for the adopter to fill out.  You will also receive the Adoption Procedures document.
You agree to have potential adopters visit your home, collect the adoption fee for TCR, have the adopter fill in the TCR adoption contract and send this along with the adoption fee (cheques only) to the TCR PO Box (above). 
Please pass all medical documentation to the adopter.
If your cat is adopted and returned by the adopter, you agree to take the cat back into your home until a forever home can be found.
